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1. National Sales & Service was approved to borrow $508,000 
from MELF. Nationals Sales & Service is located in Bensalem and 
will create 25 jobs and retain 22 jobs.

2. The George School borrowed $16,000,000 tax-exempt bond 
for construction and other related costs to the existing building in 
Middletown retaining 190 jobs.

3. Crossing Vineyards, Upper Makefield, was approved to bor-
row $200,000 from SBFF for construction, site improvements, 
equipment purchases and other related costs. Ten jobs will be 
retained.

4. Serenity Enterprises, Warminster, was approved for tax-ex-
empt financing through the BCIDA for $860,000 for acquisition, 
general construction and other related costs. Seventeen jobs will 
be retained and seven will be created.

 

5. MAC Motors, Warminster, was approved to borrow $622,840 
from PIDA for acquisition, building renovations and related costs.  
Eighteen jobs will be created and seven jobs retained.  

6. Children’s Development was approved to borrow $1,000,000 
tax-exempt bond from the BCIDA for general construction, ma-
chinery and equipment and other related costs. Children’s Devel-
opment is located in Richland Township, 2 jobs will be created 
and 26 jobs retained.

7. Gottscho Printing was approved to borrow $75,000 from the 
Defense Conversion Loan Fund for business acquisition and re-
lated costs. Gottscho Printing is located in Warminster, 5 jobs 
will be created.

Bucks County is home to some truly unique and remarkable 
businesses so it is only fitting that the Candlewic Candle has 

made its home in the County for over 38 years. The Company 
which credits it existence to a Boy Scout project over 40 years 
ago is one of  the oldest and largest companies in the US offering 
candle supplies to wide range of  customers.  

For many years the company’s sole focus was on offering supplies 
to candle manufacturers throughout the world. This focus served 
the company very well for many years, however the existence of  
the internet, the changing economy and natural progression it 
has been necessary for the company to continually respond to 
these critical factors.    

In the early 1990’s,   like 
most manufacturers,  Can
dlewic relied completely on 
trade shows, print catalog 
the fax machine, telephone 
and word of  mouth to get 
orders and develop new 
customers. The systems in 
place at the time worked 	
very well for small, medi-

um and large manufacturers, but did not work when the demand 
for smaller quantities were requested. As the internet grew so did 
the demand for the materials the company produced but these 
demands represented a challenge in that they were much smaller 
orders and the customer had different expectations in terms of  
lead times and packaging.   

To capture these customers the company developed a new state 
of  the art website to attract new customer and accept orders.  
The site offers video’s, FAQ section, free newsletter and a section 
to teach it’s potential customer how to make candles. The com-
pany also engaged UPS to design a new Pick and Pack area to ship 
these new orders in a timely manner.  

Many medium and large candle manufacturers have been un-
able to survive as the candle market has been on the decline since 
the events of  2001. Company President William Binder saw this 
trend and again had to initiate changes to it core competencies to 
respond to the changing market. One of  the primary products 	
the company offers is paraffin wax which fortunately for the 
company is found in 100’s of  other industrial and consumer ap-
plications. Since 2001 the company has made concerted efforts to 
reach out and develop new customers that use waxes in different 
applications.   

The company now produces wax products that are used in can-
ning, paraffin hand baths, physical therapy, skate board waxes and 
even dissecting trays.   

The Candlewic Company is approaching 40 years in business and 
it would probably be safe to say if  asked whether we would be 
doing the same thing in 2, 3 or 5 years the answer probably have 
to be “We will have to wait to see”.
